History of Art

Artist Research Paper

Each student will be assigned an artist to research.  The paper will be about the artist’s life and work, and their place in art history. It will not be just simply a biography.

When developing your paper research and include the following things:

· What is some basic biographical info about the artist? (Ex- Picasso was born in… His first solo exhibition was in…) 6 points
· Which style or time period did the artist work during? (Ex- Cubism is one of the many styles Picasso used. Cubism is….)  6 points
· What are 2 significant or famous works by the artist? Tell why they’re significant. (Ex- One of Picasso’s most famous works is the painting “Guernica”. It is important because…)  6 points
· What and who were they influenced by? In what ways? (Ex- Picasso’s abstract art was influenced by African tribal masks.)   6 points
· Who did they influence? In what ways? (Ex- It is evident that Picasso had a huge influence on his contemporary Georges Braque because…)  6 points
· How you feel about one piece of art by the artist: what you like or dislike and why. Use the following approach: Describe, Analysis, Interpretation, and Judgment.   6 points
Requirements:

-Cover page: Title, Subject (Art History), Section, Name      2 points
-At least 2 pages typed (not 1.5 pages, not 1.75 pages). 12-point font. Times New Roman font. Double-spaced. Normal character spacing. Margins: No more than 1.25” on left and right. No more than 1” on top and bottom. Something like the following format is unacceptable:

“Picasso was recognized as an artistic prodigy at an early age. These works illustrate his technical capability at that stage of his career. However, he was not satisfied with the limited…”    20 points. 0 points for anything less!
-Include photocopies of the art by your artist. Make sure the photo is relative to what was written. For example: One should not include a copy of Picasso’s “Old Guitarist” if the paper discusses the painting “Guernica”.  The photocopies are not part of the 2 pages; do not include photos in the body of the text.  4 points. 

-You must have citation of your sources. Use MLA citation. If you don’t give credit to your sources then it is plagiarism. Consult your student handbook for the consequences of plagiarism. 5 points
-Stapled in the top left.  3 points
